Height: 104 feet / 31.7 metres.

Viewing Elevation: 616 feet /187 metres above sea level.
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WEST

· Beside the flagpole see Faringdon below. To the right, among trees, Faringdon House and the lake.
Left of the town, over the hill, look for Great Coxwell Barn.

· Westmill Wind Farm at Watchfield (4 miles). 
Towards the horizon, the 21-storey David Murray John Tower (12 miles)  
Nearer the high coloured buildings of Honda’s site at South Marston. 
Further right, on the skyline at Blunsden, the Motorola factory 

· Over Faringdon is Badbury Hill; 
Right, towards the Cotswold Hills and the Wooton-under-Edge BT communication Tower (31miles).
Continuing right, the woodlands of Buscot Park (3.5 miles). 
In the middle distance, the hangars of RAF Fairford (10 miles) 
To the right, the 15th century spire of St Lawrence’s Church at Lechlade (6 miles) 
The high standing beech woods are at Compton Abdale (22 miles), near Andoversford. 
Below are the buildings of Church Path Farm. 

NORTH 

· Grove Wood. (0.5 mile). Beyond lies the oldest bridge (13th century) across the Thames at Radcot 
4 miles North is Clanfield  
Slightly west are Langford’’s St Matthew’s Church and Broadwell’s Saints Peter & Paul Church. 
Due North is RAF Brize Norton hangar.

· On the skyline is the wooded Blackheath Clump 2 miles North of Burford
To the left, the former hangars of RAF Little Rissington (15 miles). 

· The whole of the far skyline is the line of the A40 road from Oxford to Cheltenham.

· Below you, right, the A420 runs along the Golden Ridge with Littleworth (1½ miles)
13th Century spire of St Mary’s Bampton (5 miles) and the housing estates of Witney (10 miles). 
Slightly east the tall chimney of Shipton-on-Cherwell cement works (18 miles)
On the skyline to the east you are able to see the Beckley TV mast (19miles). 
Further east you see Cumnor Hill (13 miles)



EAST 

· Immediately below you, just over the A420, is Stanford Place. 
To the left, and often hidden by the trees, the manor house of Wadley  

· Sometimes, in the middle distance, Charney Bassett, the former church at Hatford and St Deny’s Stanford in the Vale (13th century). 
Left of Didcot power station, this side of Dorchester, are Wittenham Clumps, or Sinodun Hills. 
Behind are the Chiltern Hills (28-30miles) with the M40 cutting at Stokenchurch and from where the Folly tower can be seen (28 miles)

· South of the A417 Wantage road, St Faith’s Church Shellingford, the Berkshire Downs behind and the radio tower on Sparsholt Downs (9 miles). 

SOUTH

· Due South, the Lambourn Downs highest point, - White Horse hills and the ‘The Manger’ below. 
Uffington White Horse can just be seen as a squiggle on the ground
In the foreground is the flat-topped summit of Dragons Hill. (5miles).

· Slightly to the left in the middle distance is the 13th century Uffington Church with its octagonal tower. 
· To the right, the blue coloured 'box' of Faringdon Leisure Centre and beyond the Defence Academy at Shrivenham (5miles). 
Further towards the horizon is the Great Western Hospital building (11miles) 
Looking left on the horizon the late Bronze Age hill fort of Liddington Castle (13 miles). 

· Right, the Iron Age Barbury Castle, the Northern ridge of the Marlborough and Berkshire downs 
Further right are the former hangars of RAF Wroughton.
 
You have now completed the circle and are looking once again towards Swindon.
